About the Ontario Nonprofit Network

The Ontario Nonprofit Network (ONN) is a new and emerging initiative to connect the nonprofit sector in Ontario. Envisioned as a network of networks, ONN will serve as a cascading communications system that links and shares information across all public benefit nonprofits and charities in Ontario. From arts to environment, social services to community development, ONN hopes to be a loose network of groups that are able to mobilize when needed on behalf of the sector. 

ONN has been galvanized by the Ontario government’s recent process to modernize the nonprofit legal framework in Ontario. But this is just the first reason that the network seeks to collaborate. Ultimately, we are interested in how we can collaborate around issues which affect us all. ONN is being incubated at the Centre for Social Innovation.
About the Network Animator

This is an incredible opportunity to play a lead role in an initiative to connect and advance Ontario’s nonprofit sector. We seek an outstanding individual who brings excellent communication skills, superior organizational skills, strong customer-service orientation and a positive attitude to a demanding and dynamic work environment. This position will require a creative and strategic thinker that brings their whole self to the position.  The ONN Network Animator will report to the Executive Director of the Centre for Social Innovation and will work closely with the ONN Stewardship group and key thought leaders in the sector. This is only a one year contract position with a possible extension, contingent upon receiving additional funding. 
Responsibilities:

· Outreach and liaise with senior nonprofit managers to inform and engage them on the work of ONN; 
· Build a network of organizations and umbrella groups with the goal of reaching at least 50% of the public benefit nonprofit sector in Ontario; 
· Coordinate the day-to-day communications and administration for the network;

· Write email communications, newsletters, blogs and other communications;

· Build an electronic cascading communications system for information flow throughout the sector
· Maintain and update the ONN web site regularly;

· Make presentations to groups across the province about the work and projects of the network;
· Provide administrative and secretariat support to the stewardship group;

· Willingness to do project fundraising when necessary;

· Schedule, organize and support meetings and events of ONN;

· Coordinate and work seamlessly with the Centre for Social Innovation team; 

· Undertake quarterly project reporting;

· Implement and track evaluation indicators on an ongoing basis

· Help shape and develop the network’s potential

· Other duties as required.
